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Wedding Preparations (continued)

3. After the minister agrees to marry the couple, an appointment will be made with the Office
Administrator to finalize the wedding and rehearsal dates and pay the $100.00 deposit to
reserve the date.

4. It is a requirement that all couples complete counseling sessions. The minister will set the
dates for these sessions.

5. Two weeks before the wedding, the couple must return the Wedding Reservation Sheet,
Marriage License Information Sheet, and bring their Wedding License to the Office
Administrator. The balance of the money owed for the wedding is due at this time.

Any changes made in the wedding plans, including change of address and/or phone number, should be
brought to the attention of the Office Administrator only (898-4945).
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Wedding Ceremony Details (continued)

Music
The church has a digital Roland Grand Piano which has the capability of sounding like an organ and
many other instruments. The wedding couple is responsible for obtaining the musician. Also, CDs
or cassettes may be played over the sound system. A CD of traditional wedding music is available to
be used. If you are interested in listening to it, please call the Office Administrator. All music must
be approved by the Worship Minister no later than six weeks before the wedding.

Using a Minister Not Affiliated with Post Road Christian Church
If you wish to use your own minister, that minister must be approved by the Senior Minister of Post
Road Christian Church. The church will not collect a fee for this minister, therefore, it is your
responsibility to pay this minister.

Available for your Use
Two large, brass candelabras and candles (nine candles each) are provided. The church supplies the

candles.
Brass unity candelabra (requires two small candles and one large candle). The bride and groom

must provide the candles. Candles must be dripless.
Three brass flower stands
A long, narrow wooden table to use with unity candles
White lace tablecloth for unity table.
White wedding arch

Aisle cloth Unity Candles (dripless) Flowers Other decorations
